ArizonaÕs 8th encompasses
part of Pima County and all of
Cochise and Santa Cruz coun-
ties.

Two years ago, former state
legislator Randy Graf chal-
lenged Kolbe for the Republi-
can nomination. HeÕs back,
one of the five on the Republi-
can side of the ballot.

The others are state Rep.
Steve Huffman who has been
endorsed by Kolbe; Mike Hel-
lon, a tax consultant and long-
time party official; Frank An-
tenori, retired Army Green
Beret and now working at
Raytheon Missile Systems;
and Tucson businessman
Mike Jenkins.

Democrats running for Ari-
zonaÕs 8th are Gabrielle Gif-
fords, who resigned as a state
senator to seek the seat; for-
mer TV newscaster Patti
Weiss, airline pilot Jeff Latas,
Tucson school board member
Alex Rodriguez, former feder-
al employee Francine Schac-
ter, and Bill Johnson of Bis-
bee.

The Libertarian is David
Nolan.

Two earlier candidates, Tim
Sultan and Dwight Leister, did
not file nominating petitions
by Wednesday.

Border security and immi-
gration reform are expected to
be major issues this year.

Last December, the House
of Representatives passed a
strict border security bill
that contained no provisions
for dealing with the estimat-
ed 11 million illegal immi-
grants living in the United
States.

That House bill will be rec-
onciled with a Senate bill that
increases border security and
also provides ways for some il-
legal immigrants to gain per-
manent residency or citizen-
ship.

ItÕs not known how much
border issues will affect the
U.S. Senate race. Kyl was a co-
author of a stiff border bill
and, in fact, voted against the

Senate bill that eventually
passed.

Kyl is  seeking a third term
as an Arizona senator.

On the Democrat part of the
primary ballot is Jim Peder-
son, a wealthy Phoenix shop-
ping center developer.

The Libertarian is Richard
Mack.

Republicans running for the
chance to oppose Gov. Napoli-
tano are Don Goldwater, Mike
Harris, Len Munsil and Gary
Tupper.

Goldwater is the nephew of
the late Arizona Sen. Barry
Goldwater and has been active
in state Republican affairs for
years.

Harris is a Phoenix-area
businessman, Munsil is con-
sidered a conservative ac-
tivist, and Tupper says heÕs a
fiscal conservative who also is
critical of state government.

tion classes, senior pro-
grams, library access and
evening community meet-
ings.

Eight people signed a letter
urging development of the
center.

For decades, a plume of sul-
fate and Total Dissolved
Solids has been seeping into
the local aquifer from the
open pit copper mine, contam-
inating potable water wells
operated by Community Wa-
ter Company of Green Valley.

By its own admission, the
mine has known about the
plume since at least 1978.

Two Community Water
wells have had to be shut down
in recent years and replaced by
temporary, Phelps Dodge-
owned wells. The water com-
pany is currently constructing
permanent replacement wells
far from the plumeÕs influence
on the east side of Interstate 19
and will be releasing an updat-
ed water quality report soon,
said Manager Art Gabald—n.

The Community Water
wells that were shut down
had sulfate levels of more
than 500 mg/l.

Last year, an early draft of
the mineÕs APP was dis-
missed by many residents as
too lenient. Since then, AD-
EQ and Phelps Dodge have
been negotiating a new draft.

ÒI know the people were
anxious to see this permit,Ó
Owens said in a phone inter-
view Thursday. ÒWe needed
to figure out how to ratchet
down the level of sulfate that
would be allowed because we
knew that going forward, we
would be setting the bar for
other permits.Ó

Under the new agreement,
the mine is required to protect
groundwater by setting up
pollution controls at three key
drainage areas, including dis-
charging facilities in the mill
area and tailings impound-
ments, and at wash stations
used to clean mine vehicles.

To address the sulfate is-
sue, ADEQ and Phelps Dodge
have entered into a unique
consent agreement under the
Water Quality Assurance Re-
volving Fund (WQARF) law.

Created in 1986 under the
Environmental Quality Act,
the law, also known as the
State Superfund clean-up
statute, is usually meant to
support hazardous sub-
stance cleanup efforts.

Non-hazardous
Although sulfate is consid-

ered to be non-hazardous by
the EPA, and is listed only in
that agencyÕs unenforceable
secondary drinking water
standards, high levels in
drinking water have been
found to cause diarrhea, es-
pecially in the elderly and the
very young,which can lead to
dehydration and other
health problems for at-risk
populations.

High sulfate levels can also
make water overly hard and
give it an unappealing taste
and smell.

The mineÕs APP is the first
instance in which the ADEQ
has used its authority under
the WQARF law to require an
industry to mitigate contam-
ination caused by a non-haz-
ardous substance, according

to the agency.
Also under the agreement,

the mine will be required to
conduct an inventory of wells
in the area to ensure they
meet the 250 mg/l sulfate lim-
it, conduct quarterly water
quality sampling, and estab-
lish a Community Advisory
Group to keep citizens in-
formed of the Sierrita MineÕs
activities.

Phelps Dodge said itÕs com-
mitted to the new agree-
mentÑthough thereÕs still
another round of public com-
ment to get through before
itÕs implemented.

ÒWeÕve been working with
the community and regulators
for several years on addressing
the water quality issues
around the Sierrita mine,Ó
said Peter Faur, a spokesman
for the mining company.

ÒOur objective has been to
ensure a source of good qual-
ity water for residents, and
we think both the latest draft
of the APP and the consent
order do that.Ó

The ADEQ plans to hold a
public meeting in Green Val-
ley in late July to give the
public a chance to review and
comment on the revised draft
APP, ADEQ officials said.

Community Water Co.Õs Ga-
bald—n said Thursday he had-
nÕt yet seen the new permit
and so couldnÕt comment on
the issue at length. He added
that the company would be go-
ing over the agreement care-
fully and would comment at a
later date.
